RBOC is sponsoring several issues of interest to the sailing
and boating population in CA. They lobbied against the re-

a i d presdive 22766 patiothad legislation whithushlesigniedata subd e

ject ALL boats to a permit fee. RBOC fought against this
act, which treated commercial boats, and recreational boats
the same for fees. Due to their efforts, the Clean Boating
Act of 2008 was passed which exempted recreational boats
from this tax collection effort.

Closer to home, at Lake Tahoe, RBOC is working with
TRPA to balance the important goals of environmental pro-
tection with boater impacts within the Blue Boater program.
This program seeks to promote cleaner boating habits on
Lake Tahoe as part of a greater effort to Keep Tahoe Blue.
One idea being brought forward is a se#rtification regis-
tration that would indicate knowledge of aquatic invasive
species prevention, proper engine tuning, noise reduction,
clean bilge practices and proper sewage disposal. If you are
