 The FLYC Board held its first meeting of the year at 

Commodore Steve Galeria õs home.  These items were un-

der discussion: 

1) The 08 budget:  About ½ of the membership fees pro-

vide the income for the club.  The budget as presented 

by Gary Preston is based upon 55 members.  If the 

Clubõs membership is down, the budget suffers. 

2) The slip fees and the insurance costs use about ½ of the 

income. Like other slip renters, FLYC is issued park 

passes when the rent is paid. Gary Preston will be selling 

the passes.  Contact him if you need, or someone else 

might need a pass. 

3) Steve is looking for a new vice commodore to run the 

sailing program. A few ideas and names were suggested. 

4) Camellia Cup planning should start soon.  The Club 

needs help with this annual event.  Contact Steve. 

5) Other events that come up for discussion were the E-

Life program and how to best use that event; Fleet 4 

partially sponsoring the Notes on Boats; The Big Broth-

ers/Big Sisters event will need FLYCõs support.

 The following is FLYCõs financial 

statement of Revenue and Expenses from Op-

erations as of the end of 2007.  These figures do not include 

one-time Capital expenditures for the acquisition of the Coho, 

or sale of the Whaler.  The most significant difference between 

2007 and 2006 Revenue was a decrease in Membership Dues 

by over $1,000.  For Expenses, it was an increase in Mainte-

nance by over $800, primarily for the Kayot.  Even so, our 

2007 Net Income was over $500, exceeding our expectation of 

a virtual break-even budget for 2007.
