Thanks to Mel Morrisonõs 

special efforts and the gra-

cious gift of space from the 

show organizers, we had our 

own information booth area 

in the show which we shared 

with members of Catalina 22 

Fleet #4.  A ôspecial thanksõ goes to Kris Gardner/Bishop 

and Karen Preston for organizing the booth and staffing, and 

to all the volunteers; Mark & Stephanie Erdrich, Gary & 

Karen Preston, Dave & Lanette Strain, Joe Webb, Mack & 

Kris Bishop, Roy Moore, Mike & Madeline Rayfuse, Tom & 

Sandy Clark, Kerry & Joyce Johnson, and my apologies/

thanks to anyone I may have overlooked. 

 We just completed the winter series club races on 

March 29th.  Although we had to reschedule two of the 

race days, once for lack of a boat ramp and once because of 

predicted severe weather, the actual race days turned out 

to be very good sailing days.  In the open keel fleet the final 

standings were; 1st - Mark Erdrich (12 pts), 2nd ð Dave 

Strain (32pts), 3rd ð Tom Clark (39pts), 4th ð Mike Rayfuse 

(42pts), and 5th ð Adam & Brooke (44pts).  In the open 

centerboard fleet the final standings were; 1st ð Pakhtun 

Shah (12pts), 2nd ð George Koch (20 pts), 3rd ð Naim Shah 

(28pts).  Daily finishes are attached and will be on line. 

 The Camellia Cup is just around the corner, April 12th 

& 13th, and weõre working toward a better turnout than last 

year, which was 67 boats [Banshee (9), Catalina 22 (8), 

Coronado 15 (10), Day Sailor (5), Open Centerboard (7), 

Lido 14 (9), Multi-hull (6), Open Keel (5), and Santana 20 

(12).  The predicted weather conditions are excellent, so 

get your registrations in NOW and call your fellow sailors 

to encourage them to get their registration completed.  If 

you have not sailed lately and want to refresh your starting/

racing skills, donõt forget there are two short practice races 

scheduled for Friday (April 11th) in the afternoon.  Or, if 

you donõt want to do that we always can use help Friday, at 

noon, putting up the tent and getting ready for the regatta.  

Also, the raffle is another area that needs member support.  

Mel Morrison has done a wonderful job collecting items for 

the raffle, but weõre also asking all members to consider 

bringing just one gift for the raffle.  As you know it always 

adds some suspense and fun to the Saturday night dinner 

and itõs a great fund raiser for the club. 

 The next big event is the Trans-Folsom Race on May 3, 

2008, and now is a good time to send in your registration. 

This is a unique and ôchallengingõ keel boat race that only 

happens once a year. Check our website for details. 

 I am also pleased to announce that Rob Cram and Duc 

(Duke) Tran have stepped forward and volunteered to fill 

the Vice Commodore position.  They have already jumped 

into the position by working on March 29th as the race 

committee for Winter Series race #3 and will be part of the 

Camellia Cup race committee team, but after that they will 

be counting on club members volunteering to do RC.  To 

officially appoint Rob and Duc to this position, the Board of 

Directors will have to vote/approve the action per Article 

V, Section 8 of the FLYC Bylaws.  Club members wishing to 

show support or comment on this appointment should con-

tact me or one of the board members. 

 We had a big member turn out last month in Folsom at 

the hearing on the new proposed Folsom SRA Master Plan.  

The California State Parks and Bureau of Reclamation Pre-

liminary General Plan/Resource Management Plan (visit 

http://www.parks.ca.gov/?page_id=22322) includes mention 

of a òMulti-Use Facilityó whose primary purpose would be 

water safety training and the facility would include: flexible 

classroom and events facilities (aka, meeting space), a 

kitchen, change facilities (showers and changing rooms), 

restrooms, aquatic equipment storage, administrative space 

(an office) and an observation area. Also, the number of 

slips at Brownõs Ravine is slated to increase, meaning that 

there will be more boaters from which to involve in our 

club.  There were about 200 people present with the major-

ity representing biking and equestrian interests.  Several 

FLYC members made statements in support of the pro-

posed plan and recommended the multi-use facility be lo-

cated at Brownõs Ravine, but this was just a ôhearingõ so weõll 

have to wait and see what is included in the ôfinalõ plan. 

 The April 8th memberõs meeting will again be at the 

Amore Café, 2220 Gold Spring Court, Gold River, a few 

doors down from Chevyõs just off Sunrise Blvd. At last 

yearõs April meeting Charles Witcher, six time winner of 

the Camellia Cup, gave a presentation on òThe Secrets of 

Successful Sailing on Folsom Lakeó and òHow to ôWin the 

Cup.ó This year weõll be talking with many of last yearõs fleet 

winners to learn what they did, beside ôsurviveõ, to win their 

class.  So, if you are planning to attend the meeting and want 

a seat for dinner, come early. Usually we have about 25 

people at the meeting, which is very comfortable, but weõre 

expecting a big turnout and 40 people will max out the café. 

In fact, it would help if you would send me an RSVP e-mail 

(galeria@sbcglobal.net) so we can make appropriate adjust-

ments to the café. 

 I hope to see you there ð at Cam Cup, at Trans-

Folsom, and at the next member meeting.

SEASONS GREETINGS 

 
 Well, it is the sailing season.  As there was no general meet-

ing for March, I dug around in my file of little remembered 

documents regarding FLYC, and came up with this notice from 

1997, 

 

òPolicy No. 16, Racing Activities  

 

16.1 It is the objective to provide a well-rounded program of 

competitive activities for the Club membership.  Emphasis is 

placed on one-design Fleet racing, while maintaining an oppor-

tunity for handicap racing for class designs with a small num-

ber of active sailors.  Other activities such as open and invita-

tional regattas, novice, ladies and junior racing, and racing in-

struction and training are also provided as interests dictate. ò 

 

This Policy, along with Policies numbered from 1.1 to 19.1 

were published in the 1997 Roster.  Then I uncovered a docu-

ment from March 8, 2003. Between õ97 and õ03, òinterests 

dictatedó fewer One-Design classes, and more Handicap races.  

This  5 page document addresses the PHRF Concepts that 

were adopted.  Iõll just reprint the opening remarks. 

 

FLYC/PHRF Class Rules, March 8, 2003: 

FLYC PHRF FUNDAMENTAL CONCEPTS 

 

1   òThe primary objective of the Performance Handicap Rac-

ing Fleet of Folsom Lake Yacht Club is to establish and main-

tain an adaptive-equitable system of handicapping standard 

production boats having òknownó regional base rates and lim-

ited modifications for boat owners wishing to compete in 

FLYC PHRF events.

2  Folsom Lake Yacht Club will accept valid/current PHRF of 

Southern California ôPHRF Rating Certificateõ providing no 

additional modifications have been made.  FLYC will issue local 

rating certificates provided the boat falls within the limited 

scope of the FLYC PHRF Class Rules, otherwise a valid PHRF 

of Southern California ôPHRF Rating Certificateõ will be re-

quired. 

 

5  FLYC PHRF Ratings are òPerformanceó handicapsó which 

are based on known base rates within the region established 

by PHRF of Southern California.  The base rate or certificate 

from another region may not be used directly.  However, they 

may be used to òslotó the boat into our PHRF Fleet when two 

known òbracketingó base rates can be extracted form the 

same region. 

 

6 PHRF discourages òrule beatingó.  It is the intent of PHRF 

that any well-maintained and well-raced boat should have an 

equal opportunity to be competitive.  Therefore, if a member 

chooses to modify a boat in an attempt to go faster, PHRF will 

attempt to compensate for the faster speed potential.  The 

acceptance of a modification by a yachtõs One-Design Rules 

does not negate the skipperõs obligation to declare the modifi-

cation when applying for a rating.ó 

 

Well, then, paragraph 2 states, òFolsom Lake Yacht Club will 

accept valid/current PHRF of Southern California ôPHRF Rating 

Certificateõ providing no additional modifications have been 

made.ó  This leads to the question,  òWhat information is on a 

SoCal PHRF Certificate, and How should We, the FLYC mem-

bers, Use that Information?ó
