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June is going to be a very 

busy month for sailing.  In 

addition to our club races, 

Spring #2 on the 7th and 

Spring #3 on the 28th, there 

are a number of special 

events coming up in the area.   

First thereõs the ôGo for the 

Goldõ regatta at Scottõs Flat 

Lake, June 7th & 8th, spon-

sored by the Gold Country 

Yacht Club.  I havenõt sailed 

this regatta, but Iõve been 

told itõs both fun and challenging.  Several of our members 

plan to attend.  The next weekend, on the 14th, we co-

sponsor with Catalina 22 Fleet #4, the unique ôNotes on 

Boatsõ event.  This is an ôon-the-waterõ concert in New York 

Cove where you raft up, have lunch, visit and swim, and 

listen to live music.   Itõs just a great day and as many as 40 

boats show up.  On the 21st Fleet #4 is at it again hosting 

their ôBig Brother / Big Sister Sail.õ  This is an event where 

local sailors take kids and their sponsors out for a fun day of 

sailing with a picnic lunch after.   If you like to help kids and 

want to support this important program, I strongly encour-

age you to participate, all helping hands are welcome.   That 

same weekend the Lake Washington Sailing Club is holding 

its ôJazz Cup Regatta,õ which they moved from Memorial 

Day weekend to not conflict with the many other events on 

those days.   Lake Washington is a fun venue for small boats 

and the LWSC does a great job as hosts and welcoming all 

sailors.   

 

Last month, a few days after the Trans-Folsom race, some 

concerns were expressed about the awarding of the Trans-

Folsom Perpetual Trophy.  In this column last month I said I 

would report on resolution of this issue and the following is 

a summary the related actions and decisions:   

 On May 15, 2008, a special Trans-Folsom protest com-

mittee was convened and  after hearing testimony from sev-

eral individuals concluded that, òbecause of the  inv i ta t ion 

to the catamaran, his application and its acceptance, the lack 

of  invitational statement in the NOR (as was done for the 

centerboard craft) to sail  another regatta, that the results 

should stand as published.ó  The committee also s t r o n g l y 

urged the leadership of the FLYC to consider clarifying 

these ôelements of concernõ that have arisen this 

year.   Because this ôdecisionõ could not be submitted as a 

formal ôprotest decisionõ, due to the irregularity of its origi-

nal submission, the committee submitted its findings and 

conclusions as recommendations the FLYC  Board of Direc-

tors (copy available upon request).   Although the protest 

was denied, as recommended by the protest committee, the 

FLYC Board of Directors  voted to:   

1) Award the perpetual trophy(s) in a manner that would 

recognize the  accomplishments of all concerned and 

yet not conflict with the findings and recommendations 

of the ôprotest committee.õ  Specifically, the Trans-

Folsom  perpetual trophy would be re-named the Trans

-Folsom 'First to Finish Keelboat'  trophy, and both 

Mark Erdrich (2007) and Dave Strain (2008) would be 

added to  the winners list.  Also, the club would pur-

chase a new Trans-Folsom 'First to  Finish Multihull' 

trophy, and John Grant (2007) and Karl Engellenner 

(2008) would be shown as winners.    

2) Review the NORs and sailing instructions for all  F L Y C 

regattas be reviewed and revised as necessary to clarify: 

a) eligible boats,   

b) scoring methods (time on ôdistanceõ or on ôtimeõ, 

c) award eligibility, and  

d) rating systems to be used (PHRF and /or Port.). 

 

Unfortunately, while the Trans-Folsom protest was being 

resolved, there was an effort to share ômisinformationõ 

about the management, scoring, and awarding of the Trans-

Folsom Perpetual Trophy with the members of the FLYC 

and Catalina Fleet #4.  Now that the protest has been re-

solved the ôcorrect factsõ will be shared with all members via 

e-mail.   

 

On another area of import, the club still needs help in two 

important areas.  We are in need of someone to coordi-

nate/instruct our junior sailing program and someone to 

coordinate/instruct our adult sailing program.   These are 

two critical positions without which we will have to put 

these programs ôon holdõ.  So, if you are interested in either 

or both of these positions, please contact me or one of the 

other board members.   

 

The June 10th memberõs meeting will again be at the Amore 

Café, 2220 Gold Spring Court, Gold River, a few doors 

down from Chevyõs just off Sunrise Blvd.   We hope to hear 

from this yearõs CAM Cup winner and participants in the 

recent out of town regattas at Whiskeytown and Fern 

Ridge.  Hope to see you there.
